Earl Adam was the Veteran Honors recipient. Scott Bates, Veteran Service Officer, introduced
Earl. Earl Adam enlisted in the United States Army June 25, 1970, Earl was promoted to SPC E4
on June 21, 1971 and Honorably Discharged December 29, 1971. Earls MOS was an 11B Light
Weapons Infantry. His awards include Combat Infantry Badge, the National Defense Service
Medal, the Vietnamese Service Medal, the Viethamese Campaign Medal with (1960-) device, the
Army Commendation Medal, and the Expert Marksmanship Badge for the M16 Rifle. Scott
invited Earl to say a few words. Earl thanked Gary Schramm for nominating him. He said, |
lived on the Kansas border and had an Odell, NE address and was #2 on the draft list in
Washington Co. | worked at Beardmore Chevrolet before being drafted and thought I would get
the motorpool, that didn’t happen. I went to Ft. Leonardwood for basic training and then received
orders to go to Ft. Ord that was infantry AIT and then I knew | would be going to Vietnam. He
flew into Vietnam and saw a few tracers fly by the plane as he was coming in. After a couple of
days, he went to get his extra pair of glasses and saw 2 guys severely injured, they hit a mine with
their truck. A couple of days later went for training and was sent to the 25" Inf. Div. &
Reconnaissance. Went out in 5-man teams for guard duty, which was kind of scary, especially at
night. Every 2 hours they pulled a shift. There were lizards and wild pigs and stuff running
around in the jungle, didn’t know what would happen next. One guy that was with him had been
dusted off on a cobra gun ship trying to take Hamburger Hill, about 142 died on trying to take
Hamburger Hill. Went on 12-day missions because we couldn’t get resupplied. He was there
about 3 months and the 25" stood down so he was sent to the 23, | started in the Delta and went
from one end of Vietnam to the other in the time | was there. They used herbicide to kill foliage
all around to see stuff. Started to use Agent Orange a little later on. In the dry season we would
drink out of the stream when we ran out of water. They would usually carry 12 qts of water in
their 100 Ib packs. In the Spring of 70, some 20 million gallons of herbicide was sprayed roughly
over 1/4" of Vietnam. Strange to see the bare ground. In 2018 he was diagnosed with Multiple
Myeloma cancer as a result of Agent Orange and take infusions weekly for the rest of his life.
Adam said he has no regrets, it was an honor to serve my country. | felt fortunate to come home
cause there were 58,000 that didn’t.

2. On February 22, 2024, the Planning Commission held public hearings
to receive input on SUP #2024-1. The opportunity for public comments
was held for testimony in support of, neutral to, and/or in opposition to
the SUP.
